Targeted Speaking Component
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What is it?
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An alternative assessment speaking task selected within each
module for learners to focus on the active production of
language. Student’s audio recordings of their speaking are
uploaded and evaluated by instructors according to a rubric
that reflects the targeted CEFR level of the course. Students
get credit for accepted audio recording, while rejected
recordings have to be redone by students and submitted for
evaluation again before the due date. The student has a
maximum of two attempts to successfully complete this task.
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Instructor’s Responsibility
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1. Start working with students on the skill when applying
speaking in class even if you haven’t reached the unit.

2. the speaking activity is based. Apply best practices in-
class teaching strategies (PPP, TTT...etc.) when

3. Complete the activities related to the video in the
textbook to introduce and rehearse the use of target
language.
