Autonomous Skills - Speaking
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What is it?
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ELS1103 ‘Autonomous Skills - Speaking’ is a multiple step
component that guides students to autonomously research and
develop an oral talk/presentation. Students build upon what
they have learned in class with their peers by further
researching and developing a talk/presentation on an academic
themed topic. At home, students practice and rehearse their
talk/presentation and prepare for an in-class rehearsal and then
a final performance at the end of each module in the presence
of their instructor and peers. As a component of the course’s
alternative assessment, student are graded based on skill
mastery with an all or nothing pass/rejected system.
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Instructor’s Responsibility
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1. Use the course materials to orient student for their
talk/presentation.

2. Bring to the students’ attention the weekly guiding
directives in their Curriculum Plan.

3. Allow student to work independently or in small groups
(no more than 3) on their choice of an academically
themed topic.

4. Remind students as they progress through the module of
their responsibility towards researching and rehearsing
their talk/presentation by referencing them to their
curriculum plan.

5. One the rehearsal day, give students feedback on their
performances. Allow students to rehearse more than once
if the time permits. Keep in mind the following when
giving feedback:

a. Relevance of performance to chosen topic
b. Body language

¢. Voice projections

d. Fluency

6. On the final performance day, simply accept or reject the
student performance based on:

a. Relevance of performance to chosen topic

Voice projections

Fluency

You may choose to work alone or in a small group (no
more than 3 members).
Work on the project should be done outside of the class
time.
Make sure you follow the detailed guideline provided in
your curriculum plan on a weekly basis by:
a. Choosing a title for your talk/presentation
b. Develop your talk/presentation by researching and
collecting needed information
c. Practice your talk/presentation outside of the class
time
d. Perform a rehearsal in class before both your
instructor and peers
e. Incorporate your instructor’s feedback into your
talk/presentation
f.  Perform your final talk/presentation in front of
your instructor and peers
As part of this course’s alternative assessment, your final
performance is graded based on skill mastery with an all
or nothing pass/rejected system applied.
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
