Autonomous Skills
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What is it?
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ELS1104 ‘Autonomous Skills’ is a multiple step component
that guides students to autonomously integrate new lexis and
themes presented through reading into their writing. At home,
students are guided to approach the targeted reading as a
lexical source of language by using online sources as well as
the reading’s context to decipher the meaning from the text.
Newly acquired vocabulary is then incorporated into the
students’ lexis through writing. As part of the alternative
assessment, learners use their instructor’s feedback to review
and develop their writing.
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Instructor’s Responsibility
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1. Direct your student to complete the targeted reading by:

a. Reading the text for the main idea at first.

b. Underlining new vocabulary within the text.

¢. Adding the new vocabulary into their portfolios.

d. Using the context of the reading and Oxford’s
online learners’ dictionary to identify the meaning
of the words in their list.

Using the words in their list to write sentences.

f. Re-reading the targeted reading and completing its
related activities.

2. Inclass, have students discuss the reading share peer-
feedback regarding by any questions they may have
related to the targeted reading.

3. Check students’ vocabulary lists (at least 10 words per
reading) and the related sentences at the end of the
module.

4. Provide feedback on the written sentences and return the
portfolios to students.

5. Inclass, go over the most common mistakes found in
students’ writing.
