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Targeted Writing Component
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What is it?
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A summative assessment component that helps to focus
learners on the production of language through writing. One
writing is selected for every module at the target CEFR level
of the course. Each module’s writing is independently tested in
the End of Module Exam.
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Instructor’s Responsibility
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Focus on the targeted writing from the start of the module
to allow time for learners to develop their writing (don’t
wait for the unit).
Introduce students to the rubric their writing will be
evaluated by.
Apply the Test-Teach-Test approach to ensure that
students practice writing in an exam simulated
atmosphere.
Guide students through the writing process

a. Brainstorming for ideas

b. Creating an outline

c. Writing a first draft in class
Direct students to turn in their portfolios for feedback. Do
not grade students’ work, as the focus should be on
improving and developing their writing.
Use the writing rubric as guide for feedback.
Return students’ portfolios with your feedback.
Practice the target writing for the module as many times
as possible with students.
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Student’s Responsibility
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Apply the writing process when applying writing skills in
your portfolio, including:

a. Brainstorming

b. Creating an outline

c. Completing your draft in-class

d. Turning in your portfolio for feedback from your

instructor.

Apply feedback from your instructor’s evaluation on your
writing to further develop your writing skills.
Practice the target writing for the module as many times as
possible
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
