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Video Written Reflection
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What is it?
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The ‘Video Written Reflection’ is a multiple step component
that allows students to integrate language and themes
presented through videos into their writing. The videos are
introduced and discussed in class in order to prepare students
before reflecting on the video theme using target language. As
part of the alternative assessment, learners work with their
peers as they review their writing before rewriting
personalized reflections that include informed opinions.
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Instructor’s Responsibility

1. Work with the students in class to complete the weekly
video activities.

2. Make sure you teach the video using best practices such as
activating schemata and pre-teaching vocabulary.

3. Discuss the video theme and illicit student opinions with a
focus on the Video ‘Synthesize’ section.

4. Have students view the video and take notes before
writing their reflection individually.

5. Break students up into groups to peer review each other’s
written reflections and suggest changes and edits to one
another.

6. Encourage students to check for spelling and sentence
structure mistakes.

7. Play the video again and direct students to rewrite their
reflections again with the incorporation of their peers’
feedback.

8. Collect student portfolios for feedback on the second
paragraph.

9. If the reflection is off topic or plagiarized, then the

reflection should be rejected and crossed out.

All accepted video written reflections should be given a

check as a sign of acceptance as well as any needed

written feedback.

In-class, go over the most common mistakes that in the

reflections.
