Disabilities is an umbrella term, covering impairments, activity limitations, and 
participation restrictions. An impairment is a problem in body function or structure; an 
activity limitation is a difficulty encountered by an individual in executing a task or 
action; while a participation restriction is a problem experienced by an individual in 
involvement in life situations. 
 
Disability is thus not just a health problem. It is a complex phenomenon, reflecting the 
interaction between features of a person’s body and features of the society in which 
he or she lives. Overcoming the difficulties faced by people with disabilities requires 
interventions to remove environmental and social barriers. 
 
People with disabilities have the same health needs as non-disabled people – for 
immunization, cancer screening etc. They also may experience a narrower margin of 
health, both because of poverty and social exclusion, and also because they may be 
vulnerable to secondary conditions, such as pressure sores or urinary tract infections. 
Evidence suggests that people with disabilities face barriers in accessing the health 
and rehabilitation services they need in many settings.

READER’S CORNER: Effect of chronotype (morningness/eveningness) 

on medical students’ academic achievement in Sudan

There is increasing awareness about the effects of circadian misalignment on health 
and work. In the present study, we aimed to investigate the effects of chronotype on 
academic achievement among medical students. Our study demonstrated that the 
average-grade medical students tend to be of the evening chronotype more than the 
excellent-grade students, with no difference between women and men. Students with 
average grades had shorter sleep duration, late bedtime, and delayed wake-up time 
during weekdays, but they had later wake-up time, and longer sleep durations during 
the weekends. Scheduling activities based on chronotype could improve the academic 
performance among medical students. Further, larger multicentre studies to assess the 
factors that influence eveningness/morningness are highly needed. Link to Article
