Status epilepticus (SE) are neurological and medical emergencies defined as 5 or more
minutes of either continuous seizure activity or repetitive seizures without regaining the
consciousness. As in any other acute medical emergency, management will start with basic
life support measures (airway, breathing, circulation, injury, and neurological evaluation).
The most widely used initial treatment is intravenous benzodiazepines, such as lorazepam.
Diazepam and Midazolam are substitutes. If the first step does not stop seizures,
phenytoin, fosphenytoin, valproic acid or levetiracetam may be the next step. If status
epilepticus persists, phenobarbital may be administered. However, the last step is
sometimes omitted and general anesthesia begins [1].

New study!

In a randomized, blinded, adaptive comparative-effectiveness trial, the efficacy and safety of three
intravenous anti-convulsive agents were studied. The researcher compares between levetiracetam,
fosphenytoin, and valproate for patients with status epilepticus that is refractory to treatment with
benzodiazepines. a total of 384 patients at 57 hospital emergency departments across the United
States were enrolled. 55% of the patients who were enrolled were male, 39% were children and
adolescents. Most of the enrolled patients had a final diagnosis of status epilepticus (87%), and
10% had psychogenic non-epileptic seizures. In this study, the absence of clinically seizures and
improving responsiveness at 60 minutes was the primary outcome. Also, time to termination of
seizures was the secondary efficacy outcome. The researcher documented cessation of status
epilepticus in 68 patients assigned to levetiracetam (47%), 53 patients assigned to fosphenytoin
(45%) and 56 patients assigned to valproate (46%). Regarding complications, more episodes of
hypotension and intubation occurred in the fosphenytoin group and more deaths occurred in the
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levetiracetam group than in the other groups, but these differences were not significant. In
conclusion, fosphenytoin, valproate, and levetiracetam were effective in approximately half the
patients with benzodiazepine-refractory status epilepticus, and they did not differ significantly with
regard to effectiveness and safety. [2]
