Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 Vaccine is for use for active immunization to prevent COVID-19 caused
by severe acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2) in individuals 16 years of age
and older.

The vaccine contains a nucleoside-modified messenger RNA (modRNA) encoding the viral spike
(S) glycoprotein of SARS-CoV-2 formulated in lipid particles.

FDA reviewed safety and efficacy data from an ongoing phase 1/2/3 trial in approximately 44,000
participants randomized 1:1 to receive Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 Vaccine or saline control. The
trial has enrolled participants 12 years of age and older.

Efficacy was consistent across age, gender, race and ethnicity demographics; observed efficacy
in adults over 65 years of age was over 94%. The companies are reportedly charging $20 per dose
for its vaccine.

FDA’s review has considered the safety and effectiveness data as they relate to the request for
emergency use authorization in individuals 16 years of age and older.

Side effects that have been reported with the Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 Vaccine include:

e Injection Site Pain e Chills ¢ Injection Site Redness
e Tiredness e Joint Pain e Nausea
e Headache e Fever e Feeling Unwell
e Muscle Pain e Injection Site Swelling e Swollen Lymph Nodes
(Lymphadenopathy)
