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Abstract

Title of the study: The Role of Primary School Leaders in Tabuk City in Educating
Women Workers about the Child's Rights.

The objective of the study: To reveal the role of primary school leaders in educating
women workers about the child's religious rights, social rights and health rights, from the
point of view of women workers (teachers and administrative assistants), and to reveal the
differences between the responses of the members of the sample about the role of primary
school leaders in educating women workers about the child's rights according to variables:
job title, years of experience.

Methodology: descriptive survey approach.

The study population and its sample: The study population consists of all the women
workers (teachers and administrative assistants) in the primary school in Tabuk city,
amounting (2414), the sample of the study was chosen using stratified random sampling
amounting (682).

Study tool: A questionnaire was prepared which included (36) phrases, measure the role
of primary school leaders in Tabuk city in educating women workers about the child's
rights in three axes (religious rights, social rights and health rights)

Statistical treatments: Arithmetical averages, standard deviations, coefficient of
Cronbach's Alpha, Pearson correlation coefficient, Independent samples t-test, one-way
ANOVA.

Results of the study: The results showed that the role of primary school leaders in Tabuk
city in educating women workers about the child's rights in general, as determined by the
teachers and administrative assistants, came with a large degree, with an average of (2.67).
the axis of the role of leaders in educating women workers about the child's religious rights
came in the first place with an average of (2.78) and with a large degree, followed by the
axis of the role of leaders in educating women workers about the child's social rights with
an average of (2.65) and with a large degree, and the axis of the role of leaders in
educating women workers about the child's health rights came in the third and final place
with an average of (2.58) and with a large degree

-The results showed that there were no statistically significant differences among the
average responses of the members of the sample about the role of primary school leaders
in educating women workers about the child's rights according to job title variable.

-The results showed that there were no statistically significant differences among the
average responses of the members of the sample about the role of primary school leaders
in educating women workers about the child's religious rights according to years of
experience variable, while the results showed statistically significant differences among
the average responses of the members of the sample about the role of primary school



leaders in educating women workers about the child's rights in general and in two axis:
social and health rights due to the variable years of experience, in favor of the response of
the category (from 1 year to less than 5 years).

Recommendations: The study recommended providing training and qualification
opportunities for primary school leaders on the mechanisms and methods of educating
workers about child's rights (religious, social and health), and including training courses
for teachers and administrative assistants in primary schools for subjects related to child's

rights.
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
