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The Educational Responsibility of Saudi Universities in Dealing with
their Students' Tribal Intolerance, Tabouk University as a Model.
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Abstract

The title of the study: The Educational Responsibility for Saudi Universities in
Dealing with Tribalism for their Students. Tabouk University as a Model.

The researcher: Najah Muhammad Al-Atawi.
The university: Tabouk University.

The study aimed to know the educational responsibilities for Saudi universities in
dealing with tribalism for their students. Also, to know if there were statically
significant differences between the responses of the study samples about the degree of
the educational responsibilities for Saudi universities and tribalism according to the
following variables: (gender- specialization- study grade).

To achieve these aims, the descriptive survey method was used. And also, a
questionnaire was used for data collection. it was applied to (1139) students who were
chosen randomly by stratified sampling method. They were (497) male students, and
(642) female students

To answer the study questions, the data were statically analyzed by using
(SPSS).Pearson Correlation Coefficient, Cranach's alpha reliability coefficient and
arithmetic average to arrange the questionnaire items . And (Independent samples T.
test) to determine the difference between two independent groups.

The study achieved many results, the most important results are:

The responses of the study samples for tribalism vertical was medium degree ¢
whereas the general average was (3,00).and the responses of the study samples for (the
nativation responsibility) came with medium degree and whereas the general average
was (2,89).According to(the social responsibility) the responses of the study samples
came with medium degree as the general average was (3,24).

The study showed that there were statically differences between the general
average of the study samples due to the following variables (gender, specialization,
study grade)which were: there were statically differences between the study samples
responses due to sex in the (tribalism) and (the nativation responsibility) for (males) and
there were no statically differences in the responses of the study samples in (the social
responsibility) domain. According to the specialization «the results showed that there
were no statically difference in the responses of the study samples in the (tribalism) and
(the nativation responsibility) but there were statically differences in the (social
responsibility) domain for the (literary) specialization. For the grade variable <the study
achieved that there were no statically differences in all the domins due to the study
samples answers.
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
