Abstract

The reality of the classes of talented students in the city of Tabuk from
the perspective of their teachers and their administrative leaders

The current study aimed to identify the reality of the classes of the talented
students in the city of Tabuk, it also aimed to find out the differences between the
averages of the responses of the study sample about the reality of the classes of the
talented students in the city of Tabuk, with procedural proposals to improve the reality
of the classes of the talented students in the city of Tabuk. The study used the
descriptive analytical approach, also used the questionnaire as a tool to collect data, the
sample of the study consisted of (50) teachers of the classes of the talented students and
their administrative leaders. The results of the study showed that the reality of the
classes of the talented students in the city of Tabuk at the total degree of the
questionnaire is high, and with an arithmetic average of (3.75) and with a standard
deviation of (0.65). All dimensions (enrollment in talented classes, school environment,
administration, teachers, Curriculum, guidance and guidance) to a high degree. The
highest average arithmetic in the dimensions of the questionnaire is given to each of the
following sections: The decisions of the selection of students are taken by a committee
that includes specialists in education and measurement and evaluation of talented
education. The talented classes allow the possibility of modifying the contents of the
class in accordance with the different teaching strategies. The annual plan for talented
classes includes a sub-plan for guidance and guidance services, and there were
statistically significant differences at (0.05) depending on gender and nature. For the
work and qualification associated with the education of talented in all dimensions, as
well as the absence of statistically significant differences at the level (0,05) according to
specialization in the dimension: 'enrollment in the classes of talented,’ 'school
environment' and 'management' and 'curriculum', while it became clear that there are
differences A statistical function at the level (0,05) according to specialization in the
following: 'Teachers' and 'guidance and guidance' in favor of (literary) specialization.
Based on the results of the study, a number of recommendations were made, the most
important of them were to motivate the teachers of the talented classes, materially and
morally, and preparation of special curricula for the classes of talented students, and to
develop the vocational awareness of talented students, as well as the university's follow-
up to the reality of the classes of talented students conducting further studies on it.
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
