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Abstract

The objective of this study was to identify the obstacles to teaching creative
thinking skills in Islamic education for fifth grade students in Tabuk city.
To achieve this objective, the study was based on the descriptive method.
The students of the fifth grade elementary in the city of Tabuk, formed a

final version of (36) paragraph, the validity and reliability of statistical
methods and appropriate methodology were verified, distributed to all
teachers of Islamic education for the fifth grade elementary in Tabuk city
of (90) teachers. The results of the study showed that the estimates of the
teachers of Islamic education for the obstacles of teaching creative thinking
skills generally came at a great degree of handicap, in all fields (obstacles
related to the teacher, obstacles related to the school environment, obstacles
related to the learner, obstacles related to Islamic education subject). The
results showed statistically significant differences at the level (a <
0.05between teachers' responses to the overall obstacles (total score), at the



axes (the obstacles related to the teacher, the obstacles related to the
learners) There were statistically significant differences at the level of (a <
0.05 ) between the teachers' responses at the axes (the obstacles related to
the school environment, the obstacles related to the Islamic education
material). The results also showed that there were no statistically
significant differences at the level (o < 0.05) Between teachers' responses
to obstacles as a whole and in all axes depending on the variables (number
of years of teaching experience, number of courses in the field of thinking
skills). In the light of the results of the study, the study recommended the
teachers of Islamic education based on a variety of sources in the teaching
of Islamic education topics. The results of the study showed that the
teacher's reliance on the book as a single reference to knowledge is one of
the main obstacles to the development of creative thinking skills and urging
them not to rely too much on direct questions with short-answer.
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
